It is Critical.....Identify kids EARLY
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* Two Bth grade factors gave students at
least a 75% probability of dropping out of
school: 1) attending school less than 80%
of the time in 8th grade (that is, missing
at least 5 weeks of school), and
2) receiving a failing final gracle in mathe-
matics and/or English during 8th grade.
Of those 8th graders who attended
school less than 80% of the time, 78%
became high school dropouts. Of those
Bth graders who failed mathematics
and/or English, 77% dropped out of high
school. Importantly, gender, race, age,
and test scores did not have the strong
predictive power of attendance and
